Over the past few months, I have been contacted by numerous West Hempstead residents concerning the Courtesy Hotel property.  In these discussions, I have learned that residents strongly believe that the current blight study analysis does not meet the needs of the greater community. I am therefore writing to the Town Board to encourage you to continue work with community leaders in finding a development plan that will address the concerns of the West Hempstead community. 

We all agree that the Courtesy Hotel is a blight and eyesore in West Hempstead.  The status quo with the Courtesy cannot continue.  As members of the board know, there are many proposals that look to address the needs of the Town of Hempstead and local community.


West Hempstead residents have taken a very proactive stance on the Courtesy property and have raised concerns and brought forth many proposals to address the collective needs of our neighborhoods.  These proposals all have strong merit and look to satisfy the needs residents have identified in numerous community meetings.  


 Clearly, a plan that closes the Courtesy and redevelops the property for proper use must be drafted and developed in conjunction with local community input.
